On September 23 the IWAR Network’s most popular event of the year, the IWAR DRAFT returns and you have a
chance to be part of it. The Commissioner’s of the eight men’s leagues in the IWAR Network; ACW, BBL, BRL, CWL,
IWL, NWL, RTL AND WTL each take turns selecting wrestlers who have entered the pool of talent for the IWAR Draft.

Step 1: If you want to join the IWAR Draft, you’ll need to decide if it will be one of your existing wrestlers or if you’ll
create a new wrestler. You can enter up to 2 entries and they can be two different wrestlers, a tag team or a trio.

Step 2: Email IWAR Commissioner, Matt Riley riley1d20@gmail.com and include the name of your wrestler/s along
with a promo that will entice a Commissioner to pick your star. (see examples of previous draftees a few pages on)

Note: Join the IWAR Draft by August 30" so we have time to load your wrestler/s into the next part.

Step 3: The September 16t edition of the IWAR Magazine will feature a Draft Preview section that will collect all of the
promos from the draftees so all of the fans can learn about them.

Step 4: The IWAR Draft will be LIVE on a special edition of the IWAR Tubecast on September 231,
Step 5: The competition portion of the IWAR Draft will begin on the October 7t Gold run, so you will want to create or
transfer your wrestler/s to their new league in time to compete for titles. The exception to this are the wrestlers who

are competing in the NWL as they may finish out their NWL contract before leaving the NWL.

Step 6: At the close of the December 9t run of action in the Gold Federation, the draftee with the most points is
declared the winner of the 2025 IWAR Draft and will earn 10 Free matches and a shot at the IWAR Revolution champ.
